Choose Strategies    - Fill in Gaps    - Identify Funds         

5. Implement and Evaluate – Years 4 - 18

Physical abuse experience types include questions like: 1) “Has anyone ever 
chocked you and prevented you from breathing?” and 2) “Has anyone ever 
hit you over and over again with an object or fist (beat-up)?”   

52% of students
reported at least one 
type of physical abuse 
by adults; 39% 
experienced four or 
more types of physical 
abuse.
